Jumbo Branded Ceilings – Screw Up Installation 
Lafarge Gypsum recommends screw-up installation because this method is used for 
installing Jumbo® Plasterboard with screws on wood or metal tees. 
• Use 9mm tapered-edge plasterboard for ceiling installation; and 12 or 15mm 
Jumbo® Plasterboard for drywall installation. 
• Tapered-edge Jumbo® Plasterboard is recommended for both drywall partition and 
ceiling, since Jumbo® Fibre-tape and Jumbo® Jointing Plaster can smoothly conceal 
the joint. 
• Square-edge Jumbo® Plasterboard Ceiling Tiles is recommended for T-bar lay-in 
ceiling system. 
• For double-layered installation, the first layer should be hung one way and the 
finishing, or second layer, perpendicular or staggered. This method provides a 
stronger ceiling and additional fire resistance. 
• When driving screws into Jumbo® Plasterboard, set the screws at the proper depth 
for maximum holding power. The depth of screw can be adjusted by moving the nose 
of the Screw driver either in or out. 
• Spacing of each screw should not exceed 250mm for partitions and 150mm for 
ceilings and be about 10mm from the edges of the board. 
• Drive the screws from the centre to the side of the board. If the partition is installed 
first, then allow 5mm spacing between ceiling and partition for adjustment in case 
that the ceiling is moveable. 
• 6.4mm system can be jointed using an H-strip.  
 
Installation Of Ceiling with Space  
1. Determine the ceiling level around the room. 
2. Set up the grid by using 18 x 36 x 18 steel brandering at 400mm, 500mm or 
600mm spacing for 6.4mm, 9mm and for12mm Jumbo® Plasterboard respectively. 
3. Fix 6.4mm(SE) or 9/12mm(TE) Jumbo® Plasterboard to the grids by screwing. 
Keep 10mm space between each Jumbo® Plasterboard for tape and jointing. 
4. Conceal the nail dimple with Jumbo® Jointing Plaster. 
 
Concealed Screw Up Joint Ceiling Installation 
1. Determine the desired ceiling level around the room. 
2. Fix perimeter trim to the wall at the desired ceiling level. 
3. Hang the main tee with adjustable hanger at 1200mm spacing. 
4. Insert Lafarge Cross Tee clips to the Lafarge Main Tee to slots provided at 400mm 
spacing for 9mm and 12mm Jumbo® Plasterboard. 
5. Attach tapered-edge plasterboard to the face of the Lafarge frame by driving the 
25mm drywall screw into it. (Jumbo® Plasterboards should be fixed in the same 
direction as the Lafarge Cross Tee) The space between each screw should not 
exceed 150mm. 
 
 
 
 
 



6. Conceal the screw dimple with Jumbo® Jointing Compound. 
7. Conceal the joint using fibre tape and Jumbo® Jointing Compound.

Partition Installation Using a Lafarge Ridgeback St eel Stud and Track 
1. Install the glavanised steel stud by laying floor tracks horizontally on floor and fix in 
place, position head track and fix in place. 
2. Insert studs vertically in track, head channel and leave space between each stud 
at 400 or 600mm intervals. The studs are held in place by friction. 
3. Attach 12mm tapered-edge Jumbo® Plasterboard steel studs by driving the 25mm 
Jumbo® Drywall Screw into it. The space between each screw should not exceed 
250mm. 
4. Conceal the joint corner and screw dimple with Jumbo® Jointing Plaster. Allow for 
setting time, then smooth. 
 
Installation of Jumbo® Extra Fire Resistant Plaster board 
For use in office partitioning, internal walling, shopping centres, hotels, hospitals, 
schools or wherever a 2 hour fire rating or a safe/secure wall is required. 
Application Details: 
• Set 63.5mm Lafarge studs spaced 600mm intervals into 63.5mm track at floor and 
ceiling. 
• Apply a base layer of 12.0mm Jumbo® Extra Fire Resistant Plasterboard vertically 
to each side using 25mm Jumbo® Drywall Screws spaced at 300mm intervals 
• Apply a sheet of 0.5mm galvanised sheet metal to each side. 
• Apply a face layer of 12.0mm Jumbo® Extra Fire Resistant Plasterboard to both 
sides staggering joints using 41mm drywall screws spread at 250mm 
• Tape and joint accordingly to specification 
• Acoustic enhancement requires sealing between track, ceiling and any other

Jumbo® Plasterboard Installation Tips 
 
Lafarge Gypsum Jumbo® Plasterboard can be curved into many forms to fit various 
desired interior wall and ceiling designs. 
 
 
Framing Installation: 
The horizontal steel track can be prepared in 2 ways, using either the internal or 
external arc web cuts. 
1. Cut one leg and web of top and bottom steel stud at 50mm intervals for the length 
of the arc. Leave about 400mm of uncut steel studs at end of arc. 
2. Bend tracks either as A or B to form curve of desired radius. (90mm max arc) 
3. Attach the steel track to structural elements at floor and ceiling. Position vertical 
studs, with open side facing the same direction and engaging floor and steel studs. 
 
Partition: 
1. The length of screw for fixing Jumbo® Plasterboard to metal stud is at least equal 
to the thickness of Jumbo® Plasterboard plus 10mm. 
2. If the length of the partition is more than 15m, at every 15m interval an expansion 
joint must be used in order to prevent cracking. 

3. Always leave about 10mm space 
from the floor to prevent dampness 
from creeping up the Plasterboard. 
(25mm the shortest) 
4. In high humidity areas, use the 
Jumbo® Moisture Resistant

Cutting Jumbo® Plasterboard 
Lafarge Gypsum Jumbo® Plasterboard has a unique snap-effect which allows for 
easy cutting of the board and can be cut by using two methods. 
 
Using a Sharp Cutter 
1. Draw a line on the board 
2. Cut the board by first scoring on the face side through the paper to the core 
(a straight edge helps) 
3. The board is then snapped back away from the cut face 
4. The back paper can be broken by snapping the board in the opposite direction, 
or by scoring with a utility knife. 
5. Sand all cut edges. 
 
Using a Saw 
1. Draw a line on the board 
2. Saw the board by a fine tooth saw 
3. Sand all cut edges

Drywall Screw Head Concealing 
Apply sufficient Jumbo® Jointing Plaster over the screw head to achieve a smooth 
surface. Allow 30 minutes for the plaster to set. Apply the second (if required) coat 
and leave it for 2 hours. Smooth with sand paper. 
 

 
 



Joint Concealing 
There are three steps to concealing joints: 
1. Centre the Jumbo® Fibre-tape on the joint and press it down with the scraper 
to ensure the fibre-tape adheres firmly. 
2. Apply a coat of Jumbo® Jointing Plaster onto the Jumbo® Fibre-tape using a 
scraper to even the surface and to ensure the plaster flows into 
the Jumbo® Fibre-tape. Allow 70 minutes to set. 
3. Clean the joint surface with the edge of a trowel and apply the second coat. 
Allow 24 hours for the plaster to dry thoroughly. Smooth the joint by sanding to 
achieve a monolithic surface. 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



External Corner Concealing for Partitions  
A corner bead is used for reinforcing the corner of a Jumbo® Plasterboard partition. 
1. Cut the corner bead to the same length as the partition height. 
2. Attach it to both sides of the corner. 
3. Fixing 25mm Drywall Screws along the corner bead at every 100mm interval on 
both sides. 
4. Conceal both sides of the corner bead with Jumbo® Jointing Plaster approximately 
3mm thick. Leave for 70 minutes to set. 
5. Apply the second coating about 300mm wide from the corner edge. 
6. Allow 24 hours after second coating, smooth with 18gm2 sandpaper. 
 

 
 

 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 



Storage and Handling of Jumbo Plasterboard 
1. Jumbo® Plasterboard should be stacked flat in a dry and smooth area to avoid 
ground dampness. 
2. Use plaster boards bears or wooden bearers as supports. 
3. The maximum number of Jumbo® Plasterboard for each stack is 80 sheets and 40 
sheets for 9, 12 and 15mm thick Jumbo® Plasterboards. 
4. No more than 5 stacks should be piled on top of one another. The sleepers of 
each stack must be aligned. 
5. The Jumbo® Plasterboards should be kept indoors. If outside storage is 
temporarily required, cover the Jumbo® Plasterboards with plastic or waterproof 
canvas. 
6. Jumbo® Plasterboard should be carried on its edges in an upright position by two 
people, rather than flat.1 to 2 Jumbo® Plasterboards can be carried at a time 

 
Markings on Jumbo¤ Plasterboard 
Our Jumbo® Plasterboards have been marked on the face.These markings help to 
save time and assist the installer with accuracy of fixing drywall screws.
